Keep America Beautiful has
launched Recycle Bowl, the first
nationwide recycling competition
for primary and secondary schools.

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winning school in each state will
receive a $1,000 prize andthe | = ==
national champion wins an
additional $2,500.

Schools must register for Recycle Bowl no later than Oct. 10.
The competition will run from Oct. 17 through Nov. 12. Schools must
track the recyclables collected during that time, then report their results
no later than Dec. 16. Winners will be announced in January.

The materials accepted for Recycle Bowl include aluminum
cans, paper, cardboard, plastic bottles, steel food cans, and glass
bottles and jars. For a complete list of acceptable materials and all
rules, go to the Recycle Bowl web site, http://recycle-bowl.org.

Schools that operate community drop-off recycling will compete
in a different division from those that collect recyclables only from their
own school population. Schools in the top three nationally among the
drop-off programs will collect prizes of $1,000, $750, and $500.

Over the past two school
years, the skit has been presented to

more than 3,200 students at 23
schools. This year, we will target
schools that saw the skit in the
2009-10 school year.

2. Steve Schlather does solo
presentations, either in costume as the Wizard of
Waste or in a more straightforward style (usually
for older students). Presentations can be for any
grade level and on a variety of topics: waste
reduction, recycling, landfills, composting, and
more.

3. Tours of the Clark County Recycling
Center help to demonstrate facts and dispel
myths about recycling. Tours usually work better
for smaller groups of no more than 25.

4. The District can provide technical
assistance for any school that wants to start or
expand a recycling program. This can include
consultations, help with a waste audit, and/or
referrals to businesses that offer recycling ser-
vices. Grants of up to $500 are also available to
help school recycling programs (see box below).
